If House of New Hope has a foster home that is providing care for a child in the custody of another agency, the custodial agency shall be notified within an hour if any of the following incidents occur:

1) The death of the foster child.
2) Any involvement of the foster child with law enforcement authorities.
Procedure:
Within one hour of the critical incidents listed above, the House of New Hope Director of Clinical Services, on-call Clinician or assigned Clinician must be notified by telephone.

If House of New Hope has a foster home that is providing care for a child in the custody of another agency, the custodial agency shall be notified within four hours if any of the following incidents occur:

1) Unauthorized absence of the foster child from the home.

2) Removal or attempted removal of the foster child from the home by any person or agency other than the placing agency.

3) A serious injury or illness involving medical treatment of the foster child.

Procedure:
Within four hours of the critical incidents listed above, the House of New Hope Director of Clinical Services, on-call Clinician or assigned Clinician must be notified by telephone.
