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All foster caregivers shall be informed of the following policies during their initial orientation:

1. Liability insurance and compensation for damages done by children placed in foster care.

Policy: The responsibility for liability insurance and compensation for damages done by children in foster care is the sole responsibility of the assigned foster caregiver or substitute caregiver. House of New Hope will reimburse a foster caregiver or substitute caregiver for their insurance deductible not to exceed $500.

2. Legal representation, legal fees, counseling or legal advocacy for foster caregivers for matters directly related to the proper performance of their roles.

Policy: The responsibility for representation, legal fees, counseling or legal advocacy for foster caregivers for matters directly related to the proper performance of their roles is the sole responsibility of the foster caregiver or substitute caregiver.

3. Investigations of abuse and/or neglect involving a child living in a foster home.

Policy: It is the policy of House of New Hope to investigate all ODJFS and House of New Hope rule, regulation, or policy violations involving a child living in a foster home either concomitant with or following the conclusion of an investigation for abuse or neglect by the placing agency or designee. The results of said investigation may prompt actions that could include a corrective action plan, and up to or including a recommendation to ODJFS for revocation of the foster caregiver license. The employees of House of New Hope are mandated by law to report all allegations or suspicions of abuse or neglect to the proper authorities.
